Background

The project meetings between Deserve and Bottom Rules consist of two parts, one where Bottom Rules participates in DESERVE’s steering group meetings to keep the project “together”, the second where we participate in each others different concrete project activities.
This report is about the experience exchange between the projects different activities. The Steering group meeting is documented on another report sheet. 

During the meeting in Dunoon the activities run within the different countries who participate in Bottom Rules and DESERVE were presented. Norway discussed their work with young entrepreneurs, Bottom Rules Sweden talked about the meeting in Åre, when Bottom Rules was started. DESERVE Iceland informed us about the IT commitments in the project “Mobilise All”, Finland talked about how to spread information about DESERVE and stimulate networks within the area of service and local development and the Scots presented The Cowal DESERVE project, described on a separate report sheet. In addition to this the Highlands and Islands Enterprise discussed its roll in local development work and they even presented the Northern Periphery program. Further presentations were made by Edna Cameron, Moray College, on how work is carried out in the NPP young entrepreneurship program. Finally Norman MacAskill, SCVO, talked about the volunteer sectors importance for the social economy in Scotland. Study-visits were made to a Village Hall, (see separate report sheet) a national park and a few more leisure related activities such as boat trips and a visit to a special shop for Whiskey.
Conclusion
For Bottom Rules the conclusion of this meeting is that there is much that we can learn from each other and that it is about being able to separate out what will, in the long run, give the best value and will live on as new initiatives and networks after the projects end.
It has been decided to thoroughly review the information that Bottom Rules collected at the coming bilateral meeting between Sweden and Norway in Evenes in June. During the meeting we will have to prioritise what we will be focusing on within the Bottom Rules project.
