Background

The Bottom Rules project focuses on local development – DESERVE looks specifically at public and private services. There is great interest, within the framework of the Norwegian participants, to study how the Scottish run their salmon fishing industry, both from a service and a commercial perspective.  Therefore one of the Swedish and both of the Norwegian delegates went to visit a salmon river and was informed about fishing and activities around the river, during the steering group meeting between DESERVE and Bottom Rules. 

Scottish salmon fishing is organised very differently from the Norwegian. In Scotland the fishermen buy shares which gives them the right to fish during a specific period. During this period they are allowed to fish on different stretches of the river according to a predetermined schedule. This model gives a high economical return as well as making full use of the rivers.  

The rivers, which are often situated in remote areas, are an important source of income to the community and also provide several job opportunities.   

Conclusion

Our Norwegian friend concluded that the Scottish model for salmon fishing was very different to the Norwegian. There is therefore good reason to look into the Scottish model in more detail. 

Further discussion is needed in Norway to decide if there would be grounds for a separate visit  to look at this in detail. A second study visit should look at the “whole concept” both the service and the commercial side of the salmon fishing industry. There is also a need to look at how important the river and surrounding activities are to the area's economy, development and job creation, both in the private and the public sector.
